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THE DANCE IN THRESHING FLOOR AS A MEANS (OF) PRODUCTION OF GENDER

Abstract

Gender as a social category occupied the field of anthropology and history in the early 1970s. Until
that time, the man was the central subject in ethnographic studies, but thanks to the feminist
researchers of the time, the dimension of woman was included in ethnographic and historical texts.
With the integration of the female sex as a category of analysis in the new ethnographic reality, the
gender regulatory stereotypes that were reproduced in the daily practices and especially in the field of
dance emerged. The present study, utilizing these theoretical data, aspires to approach this complex
issue, as expressed in the dance practices of the community of Agia Paraskevi (Kerasovo) Konitsis. For
its needs, an on-site ethnographic survey was conducted in the community, which included
biographical interviews conducted with twenty men and twenty women in the area, aged 70-90, who
focused on the issue of the threshing floor dance that took place in this village in the decades. '50 to
'‘80. Our aim is to investigate through ethnographic findings how the gender-structured space
(threshing floor) was formed through the mixed dance performed by the subjects. The analysis of the
content of the interviews shows that the social characteristics of the research area were reproduced,
legitimized and confirmed in the present gender-structured space (the threshing floors) through the
practice of dance, through the embedded habit which according to P. Bourdieu, is defined as a system
of conscious dispositions acquired in a particular social environment. Specifically, as it results from the
findings of the field research, it seems that according to their memories and descriptions of their role
in the threshing floor dances, the gender separation of the male / female and public / private dipole

was reproduced.

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TRADITIONAL DANCE AND TELEVISION. THE CASE OF THE TV SHOW «STIN YGEIA MAS»
TOLI A., MANOU K., PAPAKOSTAS CH.

Abstract

This paper looks at the relationship between traditional dance and television through the case study of
the popular entertainment show "Stin ygeia mas". Specifically, the study focuses on shows dedicated
to the greek folk music and dance tradition. Focusing on the performing arts, such as the traditional
dance and music, issues related to the formation and promotion of national identity on television are
investigated, as well as the emergence of practices that connect dance with political economy and
spectacle. The research methodology follows the ethnographic - qualitative method and the
techniques of analysis and description of the content, open interview and participatory observation.
Six episodes were thoroughly analyzed covering the period from 2013 to 2020. The body of informants
includes the musicians and members of the dance groups that participated, as well as some executives
of the production team. Tradition, as a dynamic concept, is currently being renewed as an
entertainment product for consumption and a sure recipe for success, in a context of the transmission
of symbolic goods through the mediation of the media. Liquidity and dynamics are key features of the
concept of identities as their ambiguity is related to performative practices of "self" and "hetero"
determination in the antithesis of a-historical and preconceived notions. Television, as a special
cultural formation of great communicative power, is associated with a specific way of experiencing
while it opens new roads minimizing natural and cultural distances, aimed at a diverse and scattered
audience that is reduced to an "imagined community" (Anderson 1997). In addition, television is the
platform through which the official discourse of the nation is reproduced that can serve in the
formation and dissemination of identity stereotypes. In conclusion, we would argue that, despite the
particularity of the medium, the relationship between television and traditional dance is based on
established and stereotypical rhetoric about tradition, as well as the corresponding perceptions of
dance authenticity and fidelity.

Abstract

Neo Cheimonio and Rigio are two Albanian-speaking communities in the prefecture of Evros, who
speak the Arvanitika (Arvanitika = Albanian dialect spoken in Greece). These communities moved to
the area from the community of Mega Zaloufi in present-day Turkish Thrace. Although they come
from the same community, the choreographic compositions of their dance repertoire seem to differ. A
typical example is Zonaradikos (Filippidou, 2020), the most basic dance of the dance repertoire of all
Thrace. The aim of this paper is to analyze the Zonaradikos dance, as it is performed in the
communities of Neo Cheimonio and Rigio in northern Evros. In particular, the research paper attempts
to highlight the relationship of this dance with the structural forms of Greek traditional dance "sta
tria" and "sta dio", to highlight any differences, if they exist and to discuss the reason for their
existence. Data was gathered through ethnographic method as this is applied to the study of dance
(Buckland, 1999), while they were processed with the comparative method (Ugurchov, 1983). The
choreographic compositions of the Zonaradikos dance were recorded and analyzed using the Laban
notation system (Koutsouba, 2005) and the morphological method (Tyrovola, 2001). Finally, the
interpretation of the data was based on the theory of socio-cybernetics, according to Burke’s (1991)
identity control theory, as it was used in dance by Filippidou (2019). From the analysis of the data it
was found that in the cases examined, the dance has the same structural shape, however it presents
some differences depending on each community that performs it and which have to do with its
morphological components. These differences arose as a result of the reactions to the messages they
received from their important "others", which is combined with the formation of local cultural
identities.

Abstract

Teamwork is a strategy of collaborative learning teaching, based on goals and procedures. The
purpose of this study was to investigate the contribution of traditional dance educational programs to
students' preference for group work at school. The sample consisted of 280 adolescents A class of high
school. Three groups were formed: a) The "control group", of 97 adolescents, who did not engage in
any physical activity systematically outside of school time. b) The "experimental 1" group, from 84
adolescents, who participated for the first time, in extracurricular time, only in secondary school
activity programs about traditional dances. c) The "experimental 2" group, from 99 teenagers, who
participated for the first time, in extracurricular time, only in organized traditional club dance
programs. The "preference for teamwork" factor of the "Emotion Scale for Teamwork" questionnaire
by Cantwell and Andrews (2002), as applied in Greece by Magotsiou and Gouda (2009), was used as a
measuring instrument. Three measurements were made. The reliability analysis, in each
measurement, showed good values. During the ANOVA analysis of variance, there was no statistically
significant difference between the groups in the initial measurement. From the repeated measure
analysis for dependent samples for two factors (group-measurement), one of which was repetitive, a
statistically significant interaction was found between the two factors. Analyzing the interaction, a
statistically significant effect of the repetitive "measurement” factor was found in all groups. In the
"control group" there are statistically significant differences between all-time points of measurement
and reduction of averages. In the experimental groups, the averages during the measurements
increased and a higher average was presented in the "experimental 2" group. Between the groups,
during the second and third measurements, there were statistically significant differences and a higher
average appeared in the "experimental 2" group. In conclusion, the traditional dance educational
programs contribute to the fact that the participating teenagers prefer group work at school, which
activates and establishes the ability of collectivity and solidarity of the members of a group.

Abstract

The school environment is a factor in the quality of life of adolescents because it reflects their
perception of their ability to learn, to concentrate and their feelings towards school. The purpose of
this study was to explore the perceptions of adolescents about the contribution of traditional dance
educational programs in the school environment. The sample of the study consisted of 280 adolescent
students, A grade of high school. Three groups were formed a) The "control group", of 97 adolescents,
who did not engage in any physical activity systematically outside of school time. b) The "experimental
1" group, from 84 adolescents, who participated for the first time, in extracurricular time, only in
secondary school activity programs about traditional dances. c) The "experimental 2" group, from 99
teenagers, who participated for the first time, in extracurricular time, only in organized traditional club
dance programs. The factor "school environment" of the quality of life questionnaire "KIDSCREEN-52"
was used as a measuring instrument. Three measurements were made. The reliability analysis for each
of the three measurements showed very good values. During the initial measurement, ANOVA analysis
of variance was performed and there was no statistically significant difference between groups. In the
repeated measure analysis for dependent samples for two factors (group-measurement), one of which
was repetitive, a statistically significant interaction was found between the two factors. The
interaction, there was a statistically significant effect of the repetitive factor "measurement" only on
the "control group" and reduction of averages. Regarding the groups, during the second and third
measurements there were statistically significant differences only between the "control group" and
the "experimental 1" group, which presented the largest average. The participating adolescents
reported that they have a very good understanding of their school environment. In conclusion, the
traditional dance educational programs help the participating teenagers to appreciate their school
environment more positively, to be happy when they go to school, to have a good academic
performance and to enjoy school life.

Abstract

The aim of this work was to investigate the structural validity and reliability of the "Dance Motion
Inventory (DMI)" questionnaire (Maraz, Kiraly, Urban, Griffiths & Demetrovics, 2015) so that it could
be used in the Greek dance environment. The survey involved 113 men and 311 women who
participated in organized courses of Greek Traditional Dance, Classical Dance, Contemporary Dance,
Latin, and Ethnic Dances. All the questions/variables used by the authors of the questionnaire to
produce the data were used to collect the data. The questions were 51 and another one was added
after a pilot investigation. The answers were given on a 5th scale Likert. The statistical analysis
included descriptive statistics, exploratory factor analysis and internal consistency analysis. The
analysis of the data shows: a. excluded from the continuation of the factor analysis 9 questions since
they did not meet the MSA criterion (>.05). b. The 43 questions were allocated to the 9 factors
considering the motivations for participating in dance activities. These factors are: (a) 'Socialising',
with 6 questions e.g. "...because dance contributes to my socialization", b) "Self-confidence", with 6
questions e.g. "when I dance | don't feel shy", c) "Escapism", with 6 questions e.g. "dancing | forget my
daily problems", d) "Fitness", with 5 questions e.g. "when | dance | watch my figure", e.g. "Mood
Enhancement”, e.g. "..dancing because it fills me with energy", f. "Trance", with 4 questions e.g.
"when | dance | can and experience an ecstatic experience", g) "Mastery", with 5 questions e.g. "when
| dance | like to have control of my body", h) "Intimacy", with 3 questions e.g. "..I have the
opportunity to meet beautiful girls/boys" and i) "Friendship", with 3 questions of the type e.g. "...I
participate in dance lessons because | want to make new friends". c. the internal coherence of all nine
factors ranged at high levels (Cronbach’s a>.83). The results of the survey show that the Dance
Motivation Questionnaire (DMQ) is suitable to measure the motivations for participating in dance
activities in the Greek environment.

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THE PEDAGOGICAL AND THERAPEUTIC EFFECT OF DANCE ACCORDING TO THE
PHILOSOPHICAL PERCEPTIONS OF PLATO AND ARISTOTLE

Abstract

Dance constituted a component of the Ancient Greek civilization, which reflected every aspect of the
life of Ancient Greeks: this is obvious in the texts that survived to our days, reaching from the Age of
Homer to the Late Antiquity. Similar to all other forms of art, the art of “orchesis” flourished in the era
of Classical Antiquity, as evidenced by the abundant literary works of ancient philosophers in the 5th
and 4th century BC, in particular those of Plato and Aristotle. The present paper aimed at highlighting
the pedagogical and therapeutic effect of dance as described in the works of both philosophers. The
necessary bibliographic background consists of primary sources (surviving works of both philosophers)
in their Modern Greek version and of secondary sources (works of contemporary authors). Search
extended to both University libraries and electronic databases, with the use of search engines (Google
Scholar, Science Direct, Academia.edu, Heal-link.gr), combining the following Greek and English
keywords: “dance”, “Ancient Greece”, “Plato”, “Aristotle”, “pedagogical” and “therapeutic” value of
dance. The study of sources showed that each philosopher developed his own distinctive pedagogical

and therapeutic theory. In particular, Plato formed an “ethical” theory on dance — where he described
the types of dances, the dance forms suitable for free citizens, and their integration in pedagogical
practice — as well as a “psychotherapeutic” theory on the effects of movement, rhythm and dance
restoring mental balance of the person. Aristotle on his part supported the theory of “mimesis”,
placing an emphasis on the educational and psychological importance of music and dance, and
highlighting the therapeutic aspect of catharsis in both «enthusiastic and musical» as well as «tragic
and theatrical» form, where dance performed by the Greek chorus held a distinctive and substantial

role.

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the effect of exercise on perceived well-being and
emotional well-being of participants during the restrictive measures announced by the health
authorities due to the new coronavirus Covid-19. The research sample consisted of 614 adults (men -
women), aged 18 to 59 years. To assess the perceived well-being of the trainees, the participants
completed the Profile of Mood States Questionnaire (POMS). Respondents were asked to complete
the questionnaire according to how they felt from the start of the restrictive measures until the day of
their completion, thinking about their participation in an exercise. At the same time, two questions
were completed which were based on the questionnaire of Godin & Shepard, (1985): Physical Activity
and Free Time to record the frequency - intensity of exercise before the start of the restrictive
measures and during it. The results from the frequency analysis showed that the largest percentage of
participants in exercise during the restrictive measures felt more active and less depressed, confused,
aggressive and tense. Finally, statistically significant differences were observed in the intensity and
frequency of exercise before the start of the restrictive measures and during them through the
analysis Two Proportion Z-test - Pearson Test. These findings underline, on the one hand, that any
form of regular physical activity leads to an improved index of mental well-being during restrictive
measures and, on the other, outline changes in frequency and intensity after the onset of restrictive

measures.

Abstract

The aim of this research was to emphasize the importance of exercise and sports programs for all of
the Municipalities as well as the changes that are very likely to bring to the daily life of the
participants. The sample of the research consisted of 150 adults, 95 women who make up 63,33% of
the population of the research and with men being 55 and constitute 37,67%. The mean age of the
participants was 42.38 years. The majority stated that 33,33% are civil servants, while private
employees accounting for 23,33%. For the research used a questionnaire (service quality scale) of
Alexandris, Zahariadis, Tsorbatzoudis and Grouios (2004), while the ‘Gym Customer Satisfaction’
questionnaire (The Gym Customer Satisfaction Survey,2010) was used to measure user satisfaction.
Also, for the given answers were used two Likert scales, one from 1 to 5 and the other one from 1 to 7.
The analysis was done with the statistical program SPSSv.22. Regarding the analysis, positive views
were observed for the sports programs, while are mainly due to the proper planning of the of the
manages but even more to the staff that dealt with them. The staff was characterized as adequate,
willing to help, with sufficient knowledge and polite. The worst rating was observed on the facilities,
this may be due to limited space. In summary, the programs offer significant improvements in mental
and physical health. However, planners should focus on more innovative programs based on the

imagination and creativity of the athletes.

Abstract

through educational tourism. The method of quality research was used to achieve the initial
objectives, followed by the S.W.O.T. analysis at the theoretical level. The method of qualitative
research was chosen to examine the research data and to capture the how camp is already designed
to work, through an interview with executives and employees.
